The farm trek takes you over rolling sand
country with patches of native bush.

The views are panoramic, with the rugged Tararua Ranges and Lake
Horowhenua to the East and farm land to the West.

For advanced riders who have jumping experience, we can take you
for a canter around the hills if you are feeling adventurous.

Two Hour Treks

Riding for 2 hours. A longer farm ride.




Four Hour Trek - To the Beach

This trek is a real adventure and is only for
experienced riders who can trot, canter and
jump a horse safely over small obstacles.
You will travel with us by horse coach, along
with your mount for approximately 15-20

. minutes to nearby Hokio or Waitarere Beach.

You can have fun with your horse playing in
the small waves that lap the shore.
On the stunning coastline you can canter or just walk and trot,
revelling in the air and the views.
For a really special experience your group might want to finish your
day with a BBQ back at Moutere Downs and a few drinks on your
return.
